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Results from the Proposals to Faculty Senate [resolutions]
· On February 4, 2019, the Faculty Senate voted to phase out Taskstream
· On March 4, 2019, the Faculty Senate voted to reinstate Course Learning Reports (CLRs) and Learning Assessment Schedule and Reports (LASRs). The revised CLRs include a section to map course student learning outcomes to Program Learning Outcomes (PLOs), General Education outcomes and Institutional Learning Outcomes (as applicable).
· On March 4, 2019, the Faculty Senate voted to adopt a new five-year assessment reporting cycle beginning Fall 2019 to Spring 2024 to align with the Comprehensive Program Review cycle, providing the opportunity for a more comprehensive analysis of course assessment results leading to program improvement. Further, the Faculty Senate voted to document the assessment of 20% of SLOs and/or courses per year, ultimately reaching the goal of 100% of all SLOs and/or courses at the end of the 5-year cycle. The resolution also asked to assign a designated individual to monitor the progress. 
· On March 4, 2019, the Faculty Senate assigned the General Education outcomes to the Faculty Senate General Education committee.
· On April 1, 2019, the Faculty Senate voted to align SLOs stated in the course syllabi and the catalog with the course outline of record.
· On April 1, 2019, the Faculty Senate approved a motion that recommends faculty to include information presented in the example syllabus document to precede all other content. [attach document]
· On April 1, 2019, the SLOA Committee provided to Faculty Senate a list of 10 recommended guidelines for the CLR process.
