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Content Quality - Validity of the information and alignment with learning objectives.

The syllabus outlines seven specific course goals. All of these goals align with the readings, assignments, and course materials provided.


Activity Types - Learning activity, e.g. exercises, case studies, games, etc., matches the type and nature of the learning process.

A cultural self-assessment, book essay, team presentation, team report, and class participation are used to assess student learning. In addition, throughout the course, students engage in a variety of activities such as a cross-cultural negotiation simulation and a cross-cultural persuasion simulation. The variety of assessments and activities offered in this course help to accommodate diverse learners.

Interactivity - Level of student engagement with the material.

The course materials include six different activities, all of which encourage active student participation. Other than these activities and the assessments mentioned above, it is unclear how students interact with the material on all of the other days of class.

Feedback - Built-in feedback component to gauge understanding of the material.

The instructor obtains feedback to gauge understanding of the material through the course assessments mentioned above.

Usability - Navigation and ease of use.

The course materials are easy to access and understand. The website is well organized and students should have no problem navigating the different components of the course website.

Technical Requirements - Uses standard software programs which are accessible using common web browsers and operating systems.
