YOUR DIMES SAYED LIVES IN ‘2 ——

ANSWER TO REV. BARRIENTOS
Sectlon 3 of Article 3 of the highest law of the land provides fhat
no person shall be convicted of treason UNLESS on the testimony of
two witnesses to same overt act, or on‘confession in open court.
The Seven Defendants are entitled to be presumed innocent until
proven guilty. They are still on trial.
Article 5 of the. Bill of Rights provides that “no person shall be
held to answer for a capltal, or otherwise infamous, crime, unless on
presentment or indictment of & grand jury” . . . and, ‘% be deprived
of Life, Liberty, or Property, without due process of"law.
The Sixth Amendment to the Constitution provides that in all
criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy
and public trial; to be informed of the nature and cause of the accd-
sation; and tb be confronted with the witnesses against him.
In criminal prosecutidn one is entitled to a jury trial; and where
the penalty is as much ds six months' imprisonment or $500 fine, one
cannot be tried unless indicted by the grand jury.
For your laiormation, Reversad Barcioatos, undér the criminal
daw, once a crime has been committed, the publie (uation or soclety)
has suffered harm.
“ No one who does not have knowledge of law, pleading and some
skfll in the procedure should undertake to conduct a case before the
people.
