On November 28, Mr. Damaso

tion Benefits provisions pro­
vided by the present contract.

Having arrived here in 1946, 
Mr. Balagso will have just com­
pleted his 10 years of contin­
uous service when he repatriates 
next month.

Prior to this, he had twice 
visited the Philippines. He was 
given free passage under HSPA 
contract on his first visit back 
home. He will also be given 
free passage, paid from the 
repatriation fund, when he 
leaves on November 28 to take 
permanent residence in the 
Philippines.

To be eligible for the volun­
tary repatriation benefits, an 
employee must be a regular full 
time employee with 10 or more 
years of continuous service with 
the plantation and must be 
between the ages of 40 and 55.

Hunting Prohibited 
On Plantation 
Property

There are several very good 
reasons why hunting is not per­
mitted on Ewa Plantation Company 
property. One is the ever pre­
sent danger of fire. Dry grass 
and dry cane leaves along the 
edges of our fields may catch 
fire from a cigarette carelessly 
tossed by a hunter. The most 
serious reason however, is the 
danger to our employees and the 
possibility that one of them may 
be fatally injured from a stray 
shot. Within the last few weeks 
a woman was shot in the leg by a 
stray bullet fired by a careless 
hunter who was hunting out of 
season on the Ewa Plantation.

In the future all persons in­
cluding employees found hunting 
on any Ewa Plantation Company 
property will be prosecuted to 
the full extent of the law.

All properties under the con­
trol of the Ewa Plantation Com­
pany are strictly "Off Limits" 
to any and all would-be hunters. 
There are "No Trespassing" and 
"No Hunting" signs posted 
throughout the plantation which 
should serve as sufficient 
notice to those who are not 
familiar with our policy on 
hunting.

Construction of Bagasse Plant Started;
To Be Completed before Next Grinding

Construction of the $90,000 excess bagasse handling and storage 
facilities on an acre-and-a-half of cleared cane land adjacent to 
the Mill fireroom has started.

Terminal Steel Company, Ltd., of Honolulu who was awarded the 
contract for the building completed the concrete footings for the 
building on October 16. The building is to be of all steel, 

rigid-frame Soule' type con­
struction.

The Hawaiian Bitumuls Com­
pany, Ltd., completed paving 
4,748 square yards of the build­
ing site with asphaltic concrete 
(black top) on October 22.

The two carriers which will 
convey the excess bagasse to and 
from the fireroom and the stor­
age plant were fabricated and 
assembled in the Machine Shop. 
The conveyors are now being 
erected by Machine Shop crew 
under the supervision of George 
Baker and Joe Anuhea.

This modernization of the 
bagasse handling operations will 
make the work easier, cleaner 
and more efficient. It will 
also enable the company to store 
away the excess bagasse hereto­
fore trucked away to the fields. 
Hereafter, the excess bagasse 
will be used far additional 
power generation during the 
weekends.

To give you an idea of  the
size of this new building here 
are some figures. The floor 
area is 280' x 8?? or 2,400 
square feet which is about two 
times the size of Central 
Warehouse. The storage capacity 
is 900 tons.

The plant will be ready for 
operation when grinding begins 
again next January.

YOUR SOCIAL SECURITY

By Robert Wendel

Social Security Office)

Of particular interest to 
many Hawaii residents are the 
new provisions in the Social Se­
curity law affecting aliens who 
are planning to retire to their 
homelands.

Benefit payments to certain 
alien beneficiaries will be sus­
pended if they remain outside 
the United States for more than 
six months. Upon the return of 
the beneficiary, benefits will 
be resumed. (This does not af­
fect any of Ewa Plantation Com­
pany pensioners now receiving 
Social Security benefits).

The law has defined the 
"United States" as the 48 
states, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, 
Alaska, the Virgin Islands, and 
the District of Columbia.

All aliens who are already 
receiving benefits, and those 
who are entitled to benefits 
before January 1957, will not be 
affected by this new provision 
in_the Social Security law.

Furthermore, this restric­
tion does not apply under the 
following circumstances:

1. If the worker has ten 
years of Social Security covered 
employment or has resided in the 
United States for ten years or 
more.

2. If the suspension would 
affect treaty obligations of the 
United States.

3. If the alien beneficiary 
is a citizen of a country which 
has a social insurance or pen­
sion system which would pay 
benefits to American citizens 
eligible under that system who

This provision does not af­
fect the alien Japanese in 
Hawaii, as there is a treaty in 
effect between Japan and our 
country providing for equal 
treatment of nationals of both 
countries with respect to Social 
Security benefits.
