teachers approaching a televised class
for the first time. Letta’s guide stresses
an understanding of interaction and
audience, preparing the course, under-
standing technical aspects, getting
comfortable with being on camera, and
delivering in a way to add visual and

audio interest. Letta conducted a wide
range of research for the guide uses
many audio visual sources.

Cable courses can also serve as a
marketing tool for the College. Com-
munity exposure increases enrollment
for the college and courses taught.
Funding is available for developing
the cable courses and the impacts of
television courses on students are ...

Dr. Hefner also had an opportunity
to explore a new archaeological dig in
the ancient capital of Bagan where Bur-
mese archaeologists have unearthed a
13th century palace complex. He says,
“Bagan is my favorite area in Burma,
as there are still over 2000 magnifi-
cent brick temples still standing by
the banks of the Ayeryawaddy river.
During one of his moments of inspira-
tion he says, “As I looked to the East
I saw magnificent brick temples that
reached out to the sky and dotted the
plain like so many testaments to the
human will to be reborn, set against
the backdrop of the beautifully lit
majestic mountains of the dry zone
of Burma. As I looked to the West
I saw the setting sun appearing to
dip into the Ayerwaddy river, the
lifeblood of the people of Myanmar,
the source of all sustenance for thou-
sands of years. The beauty, antiquity
(11th century) and magnificence of it

all is totally overwhelming®.

“One of the things I have dis-
covered about the world, is that all
humans living on this earth have so
many things in common. We all have
basic wants and needs that are ful-
filled by our cultures. Cultures ARE
what make us different, and we must
learn to understand and accept that
there is no one way of life that suits
all people. It therefore is quite impor-
tant to learn about and respect other
cultures of the world”.

Hefner highly recommends the
many excellent courses that
offered at KCC that allow the stu-
dent to explore the history, languages,
cultures, religions and contemporary
issues that are part of our world, along
with plans for study abroad. Studying
abroad will enable a student to gain in-
country experience of other cultures,
further hone language skills and gen-
erally broaden your mind.

he travels, he sees the following para-
digm: That first people think locally that
is, they have local knowledge which
includes understanding of one’s identity
and relationship to family, schools, local
knowledge of your city, subsistence and
food getting, networks of friends and
acquaintances. ...matters pertaining to
living each day in a local sphere of ref-
erence. Then you begin to think region-
ally, which is knowledge of regional
geography, boundaries, resources such
as foods, services, goods, relationships
amongst various ethnic groups, cus-
toms, laws and other policies that govern
people. Soon you begin to think nation-
ally, that is to say you have political
concerns, Federal laws to uphold and
understand, and provide service to state
& country, trade, & defense. The last
step is to begin to think internationally,
which is developing an understanding
and awareness of world politics, inter-
national law, economics and trade past,
present and future, cultures, history of
the world and the various boundaries
that have been created by political enti-

ties real and imagined.

So the challenge is in motivating
students to make the jump to under-
standing the world especially at the
international level of learning (inter-
nation), such as learning more about
cultures and cultural knowledge,
and making what at first may appear
strange, (different, unusual, foreign,
alien) easier to comprehend?

Hefner, who is currently the Chair
of International Education at KCC and
has directed the International Education
Week and the International Festival for
many years, believes that “taking an
open minded approach to understand-
ing the cultures of the world leads a
person to be one step closer to devel-
oping the capability of international
thinking, and capable of dealing with
worldly and global issues with critical
insights. This type of approach ulti-
mately may not only help the student,
but raise the level of consciousness of
the world’s citizens and lead us one
step closer to peace”.
