When thinking of happening cit-
ies in the U.S., New York and Los
Angeles used to win hands down.
Now, Seattle is quickly putting the
two culture capitals of America to
shame. Writer/Director Cameron
Crowe found Seattle culture intrigu-
ing enough to make a whimsical
movie about it: “Singles.”

The explosion of rock-bands from
Seattle such as Pearl Jam,
Soundgarden and Alice in Chains
have given the advertisers of the
movie effective baitto lure audiences
into the theater. The movie itself has
little to do with the music scene;
rather, it takes a humorous look at the
dating scene of the 90s through two
Seattle couples — Steve and Linda,
(Campbell Scottand KyraSedgwick);
and Janet and Cliff, (Bridget Fonda
and Matt Dillon).

“Singles” uses the technique of
having the characters talk to the audi-
ence in order to bring you closer to
them. I am not usually a fan of this

- technique, but in “Singles” it works

excellently especially when the main-
character Steve reminisces about his
childhood experience with sex-edu-
cation. The theaterroared with laugh-
ter as a young-Steve tells his elemen-
tary school buddies that the stuff that
comes out of aman when he climaxes
is “Spam” instead of sperm.

Steve and Linda, the main couple,
provide an almostreal-life look at the
charade that goes on when people
startdating. Linda, afterbeing burned
in a short lived relationships, is extra-
cautious with Steve. Steve, is crazy
about Linda and wants to do every-
thing perfectly with her but trusts the
judgement of his friends rather in-
stead of his own.

Janet and CIliff, are a younger

couple who are as unmatched inlooks
and personality as Sam and Diane on
“Cheers.” Cliffis the leader of aband
named “Citizen Dick”. Janet works
at a coffee-house and is just crazy
about Cliff and even considers get-
ting double-D implants in order to
keep Cliff’s eyes on herinstead of the
“robust” groupies that buzz around
the band.

A scene that is bound to go into
the books as a classic is the look on
Cliff’s face when he accidentally
breaks all of Janet’s car windows by
turning her new stereo (which he had
justinstalled) a few decibels toohigh.
